SEN (Special Educational Needs)

Enishi International School implements an Inclusion Policy that has been designed to support students with
special education needs.

EIS reserves the right to require evidence of such services when a student's behavior or academic needs
become disruptive or detrimental to the welfare of the individual student or other students. EIS also
reserves the right to request families to seek services, including testing for potential learning disabilities, to
enroll or continue enrollment in the school. If a student's academic or behavioral concerns become so
severe that EIS can no longer meet the student's needs, EIS reserves the right to withdraw the student
from the school.

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e In-class visits take place between 9:20 - g:50 am. You will see a large part of our daily circle time, and
our transition to snack. We will encourage your child to join in with circle time, but most are quite shy
and would rather observe. We place a chair slightly off to the side of our circle area so that you and
your child may observe or participate from a comfortable position.

e During the transition a teacher may interact with your child: asking questions, saying hello. A team
teacher may ask you some questions about your child.

e In order to gauge your child's abilities without parental aid, we ask to try the assessment without a
parent present. The teacher will do various activities (colouring, puzzles, talking, looking at a
storybook, and some play) with your child to assess their level of fine motor skills, gross motor skills,
understanding of boundaries and directions, ability to communicate, levels of separation anxiety, as
well as pre-literacy/pre-math skills.

EAL STUDENTS

Students who speak English as an Additional Language (EAL) may be requested to take a WIDA Screener
assessment, and interview with Language faculty/Administrators prior to enrollment for the purposes of
ascertaining what additional language support may be needed. A student with low English ability is required to
pay an additional EAL Fee. Each student's case is considered individually to ensure the best support is
available.

Furthermore, students heading into the IB DP from schools without the MYP will be required to take MAP
Testing.

To determine the admissibility, students must demonstrate a predetermined level of English language
proficiency in accordance with their grade of application. These English language Proficiency levels are as
follows:

ELC: No English Language Proficiency Requirements.

Grades 1-2: No English Language Proficiency Requirements.

Grades 3-5. \WIDA Screener's overall score of 2.0 is required.

Grades 6-8: \WIDA Screener's overall score of 3 is required.

Grades 9-10: \WIDA Screener's overall score of 4 is required

Grades 11-12 (IB DP): WIDA Screener's overall score of 5 is required and completed MAP testing with the
following results: English language usage score and reading score around: 220.

For WIDA, if a student has an overall score that is no more than 1 point lower than the required score, then the
final decision will be made after an interview with an English teacher.

Any student who scores overall below 4 on WIDA Screener is required to receive EAL support services.

Secondary School (Grades 6-12)

Applicants are required to complete a Student Background Survey that indicates their proficiency in their
mother tongue, English, and other languages along with a diagnostic assessment. In the MYP and DP, any
application for a student who indicates that English is not their mother tongue will be reviewed by the
Language Acquisition Teacher as part of the admissions policy.

Based on the above, if there is a need for an admissions test to be taken to ascertain the level of English
proficiency of the applicant, this will be administered in school (either at EIS if based in Japan or at the existing
school overseas). Should the student be receiving EAL support already, that student would normally be
expected to take the admissions test.

At-school admission test will use WIDA Screener which assesses listening, speaking, reading, and writing.
Overseas admission test will use reading comprehension and a writing test (essay).

The EAL teacher will make an assessment based on the test taken. Interviews with the applicant may also be
requested, either face-to-face or online.

Furthermore students heading into the IB DP from schools without the MYP will be required to take MAP
Testing.

English as an Additional Language (EAL)

In order to enable all students in the school to access the curriculum in a manner that allows them to benefit
fully from their education and to reach their full potential, EIS provides an English as an Additional Language
(EAL) program for students entering the school with limited proficiency.

Goal

EAL support helps students who have limited access to the curriculum due to their limited language
proficiency. The aim is to improve students' English language proficiency in listening, speaking, reading, and
writing and allow them to reach grade-level proficiency so that they can have full access to the curriculum
with confidence and understanding and exit EAL support.

Support is provided by a specialist. In primary school, the specialist works with the homeroom teacher and in

secondary school, the specialist works with the advisor and the language and literature teacher to provide
targeted personalized lessons to facilitate language growth.
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There are 4 types of EAL support students are eligible to receive depending on their need and level;
e Push-in support: Students stay within the regular mainstream classrooms, but they have an EAL
specialist teacher who works alongside their mainstream teacher to provide support
e Pull-out support: English language class for multilingual students who are still developing English
proficiency. In pull-out support, students are provided with intense English language instruction in
designed blocks outside a mainstream classroom.

All students will be required to study an additional language. However, EIS students do not join the
additional language program until they exhibit sufficient proficiency in academic English and thus no
longer require pull-out support when possible.

In grades 1 - 5, when possible, EAL will primarily be taught during Japanese lesson time with those
needing intensive support being given extra time.

After school support: Students attend supplementary lessons during after school hours.
Differentiation: Students will receive differentiated work and additional support from the teachers
during mainstream class.

EAL Coordinator, EAL specialist, Homeroom teacher, Advisor, and English language teacher will determine
which type of support and how much of each support students receive based on their assessment of the
students' English proficiency. As students increase their English proficiency, the type and amount of support
they receive will change to fit their needs. However, the EAL fee will not be affected by these changes.

Entry and Exit Criteria:
Students enter and exit the EAL support based on assessment data. EIS uses assessment data from 3 different
sources to make a final decision.

1. WIDA Screener (for entry) and WIDA Model (for exit) assessment data
2. English teacher assessment data and feedback
3. EAL specialist assessment data and feedback

If a student does not meet the exit criteria based on their assessment data, it means that the student has not
reached the level that allows them to have full access to mainstream classes. For such students, EAL support
is mandatory according to our Parent-Student handbook.

Entrance

All new students who are not native speakers of English will take the WIDA Screener assessment. WIDA
Screener is an English language proficiency assessment given to new students in Grades 1-12 to help
educators identify whether they are English language learners (ELLS). It assesses each of the four language
domains: Listening, Speaking, Reading, Writing.

Students who score under 4 out of 6 in any of the language domains may be required to receive EAL support.

Students' progress is tracked via assessment and observation throughout the academic school year. This is
done by the WIDA Model, teacher observations, and produced work both in the EAL classroom as well as any
other learning environment. In rare cases, students may be required to receive EAL support based upon
teacher observation, parent observation, or due to a lack of academic success in mainstream classes. In these
cases, the preceding figures will be taken into consideration along with the students WIDA Screener and
\WIDA Model score report.

In extremely rare cases students may be excused from receiving EAL support. These circumstances include
but are not limited to, score reports from other accredited assessments or institutions verified by EIS
leadership. Any and all medically diagnosed disabilities or illnesses that would prevent the student from being
able to participate in an EAL classroom. Students may not be excused from EAL support due to prior time
commitments (applies to after school EAL classes only), the parent or guardian recommendation, or any other

social or academic concerns.

Exit

After the first term of EAL support, students receive further testing to determine the amount of support
necessary. Depending on these results, students may return to all mainstream classes or perhaps continue
receiving support, but with fewer sessions scheduled.

Students are deemed ready to leave the EAL program once they are at an English language level which
enables them to independently participate within each of their classes. EIS will use a number of different
criteria in order to determine this. Once a student has graduated from EAL support, EIS will then track the
students' progress. This is done to ensure the students' English language proficiency continues to grow so they
can appropriately engage with more demanding content as they get older.

Students who score 4 or higher out of 6 in all of the language domains will be considered for graduating from
receiving EAL support. The final decision will be made by the EAL coordinator with inputs from the EAL
teacher, and the English teacher.

Attendance (Internal and External students)

Regardless of whether or not a student is applying internally or externally to the DP prior evidence of
consistent attendance at school is required. As a minimum requirement to enter the programme EIS stipulates
that students have at least an 80% attendance rate prior to the DP.

Students may choose either IBDP or EIS Diploma pathways both of which lead to EIS Diploma.

EIS Diploma Pathway:

Those who choose the EIS Diploma pathway will still follow the IBDP curriculum with a reduced number of
CAS hours. However they are not required to complete an Extended Essay and TOK requirements. The EIS
Diploma students may take a few IB courses and be awarded a certificate for the examination completed . IB

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Diploma programme is academically rigorous and demanding, so the continuum of the programme will
depend on the student's overall success in Grade 11. They need to meet the minimum requirements in their
academic performances so as to continue the IBDP pathway. EIS Diploma students would have less contact
time than the IBDP students and they are required to use this time either for self study or focusing on their
post-graduation options.
